Setup begins 2 hours prior to the event star t t ime. Break 
down is within an hour of the event end t ime.

D E L I V E R I E S 
Delivery vehicles are permitted prior to 10 a.m. or af ter 
5 p.m. inside the Museum grounds. Al l  vehicles must 
abide by the 5-mph speed l imit at al l  t imes when driving 
on the grounds. Only two vehicles are al lowed on the 
grounds at the same time.

Vendors wil l  be al lowed to enter the grounds before 
or af ter hours for delivery and set up.

If a 
band requires amplif ication, the volume must be kept 
to a minimum, no louder than 86 db. Mystic Seaport 
Museum security of f icers wil l  have f inal authority when 
there is a question of excessive volume or inappropriate 
lyr ics; the Museum reserves the r ight to terminate 
music privi leges at any t ime.

N O T  P E R M I I T E D 
No r ice, confett i,  f lower petals or other materials may be thrown 
on the grounds, in any building, or in any facil i ty. Fire-l it  candle 
luminaries and balloons are not permitted on the grounds 
(battery-operated candle luminaries are permitted). Nothing 
may be tacked or taped to the walls of any building. Str ings of 
Christmas l ights, twinkle l ights, or miniature globe l ights may be 
hung at the Boat Shed.

The photography shoot on Museum grounds should not last more 
than one hour.

A Museum or Constel lation staf f member must accompany the 
wedding par ty and/or photographer while on Museum grounds.  

Wedding photography may not take place inside exhibits or on 
board any of the ships, including the gangways. Violators wil l 
be escorted of f the vessel or out of the exhibit by Security. No 
alcohol is permitted during the photoshoot. Violation of this policy 
could result in the vendor losing the privi lege to photograph on 
Museum grounds for future events.

No commercial use is to be made of photos or videos taken by 
any of the par ties without pr ior writ ten permission from Mystic 
Seaport Museum.
